ON THE COVER - Pachyphytum compactum

P. bracteosum (silver bract_; P. compactum ( thick plaﬁt); P. oviferum (moonstones,
pearly moonstones, sugared almonds) (all called pachypytum) Size: 1 - 2 inches tall.

Succulent plants native to Mexico, pachyphytums have exceptionally thick, round
leaves arranged in rosettes. Bright red bell-shaped flowers blossom in sprays from
sides of the plants. Silver bract, growing up to 12 inches tall, has tongue-shaped
light gray leaves that curve upward. This plants flowers are %z inch long and
blossom in late fall or winter.

Pachyphytums do well indoors on a sunny windowsill. They grow best when they
receive at least four hours of direct sunlight or 12 to 16 hours of strong artificial light.
They will also grow in bright indirect light. Ideal temperatures range from 50 to 55
degrees at night to 75 degrees or higher during the day. From spring to fall let soil dry
moderately between waterings; in winter, water only enough to prevent shriveling.
Newly potted plants should not be fed during the 1% year; after that, fertilize plants
once a month during the summer with a standard foliage-house-plant fertilizer such as
10-20-10 diluted to half the strength recommended on the label. When plants become
crowded they may be repotted no matter what the season. Plant in equal parts comm-
ercial potting soil and sharp sand. Add 1 tablespoon of ground limestone and 1 table-
spoon of bone meal to each gallon of mix. Pachyphytums may be propagated at any

season from leaf or stem cuttings, or from offsets.
