According to the
Texas Parks and wildlife Department
the definitions are:

"Threatened plant" a species of
plant life that is likely to become
an endangered species within the
foreseeable future throughout all or
a significant portion of its range.

Plants are not only valuable to hu-~,

mans but to the healthy environment~

for all life forms. When just one
rare plant disappears, the evolu­
tionary end ~roduct of hundreds of
thousands or mlllions of years is
gone forever, potentially jeopar­
dizing the present and future well­
being of all remaining organisms,
including humans. Shouldn't the pre­
servaton of plants be a goal for all
of us?

Even though endangered plants repre­
sent over 60% of federally listed
species, only about 3% of federal
moneys allocated for conservation
and recovery of endangered species
is spent on plants. The Center for
Plant Conservation (CPC) has reques­
ted that annual appropriations be
increased significantly in 1999, and
that plants receive an equitable
share of government spending.
