SACXS FACTS

MAMMILLARIA PLUMOSA (Feather cactus)

Known as the old lady cactus, a
beautiful white haired plant which
looks very fine in a white group
alongside such plants as the Old Man
cactus, cephatocercus senilis. It
grows in clusters and the plant is
hidden by hairs. It needs a well­
drained soil with added limestone
and less than average water. Keep
dry and provide a little winter
warmth. Most mammillarias are excel­
lent house plants, having abundant
or colorful flowers on compact
plants with interesting spine pat­
terns. Small magenta flowers are
produced in a ring around the top of
the plant in summer.

MAMMILLARIA BOCASANA

It is one of the 250 species of
mammillaria, most of which come from
Mexico. It has a circle of small,
cream-colored flowers. It is known
as the powder pUff cactus. It grows
freely and spreads quickly. In the
wild it grows in clusters and
comvered with slender white hair.

Also comes from Mexico. A beautiful,
small, freely clustering species
with white feather-like spines which
cover the plant. It requires full
sun and less than average water.
keeep dry and provide some warmth in
the winter. Unlike most other mam­
millarias, this plant seldom flowers
when grown indoors.

CEPHALOCEREUS SENILIS

The Old man cactus from Mexico, is a
most attractive house plant with its
dense covering of long white hairs.
It requires full sun, a porous soil
with added limestone, and less than
average water at all times. In
nature, plants may grow to a height
of fifty feet, bearing rose-colored
flowers on a lateral cephalium, that
part of the stem with the thickest
growth of hair. Indoors, this
species usually will not flower.
