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These water-storing trunks are about
six inches in diameter and have
twelve to seventeen deep-green,
rounded ribs. The areoles are
close together with nine or
brown, 3/S-inch radial spines
turn gray with age.

Fruits lose theil:' spines at matur­
ity, opening to display an edible
red pulp. This fruit has provided a
food source to Native Americans for
centuries. The pulp can be eaten as
is, made into . jelly or ferment.ed
into a beverage.
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ORGAN PIPE CACTUS

Stenocereus thurberi, are found in a
small area of the Sonoran Desert
only from southwestern Arizona to
western Sonora, Mexico. They grow on
south-facing, hot, sunny slopes from
1,000 to 3,500 feet.

The flowers are lavender-white, two
and a half inches long. They bloom
at night, laterally near the apex of
the stems from May through July.

This columnar cactus is the second
largest in the United States (next
to the Saguaro). It grows as tall as
twenty three feet. Instead of having
a central stem, however, a cluster
of five to twenty slender branches
grow from a point a ground level and
curve gracefully upward.

Hall suspects that the current
shortage of mature cacti may stem
from a combination of factors in the
late 1930's: severe freezes, wide­
spread theft for home landscaping
and trampling of seedlings by graz­
ing cattle.
