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The Cob Cacti

The wide-ranging Cob Cacti, Coryphantha sp_, are a very
diverse group containing some 70 species, C vivipara, is
found as far north as Alberta, Canada, while others are

restricted to some of the most arid desert conditions

The growth-form is quite variable although most species
tend to be rather small and globular to cylindrical.
Some species typically form large clusters while others
are almost always singular. The flowers are funnel-
shaped and occur on the top of the plant. Some of the
smallest know cacti are included in this genus. The
habitat is almost as diverse as is the growth-form

Some authors have separated some of the Cob Cacti into
the genus Escobaria. Approximately 38 species and
many varieties are currently recognized as components
of the Chihuahuan Desert flora. These include
